Index cien potravin FAO dosiahol v novembri v priemere 105 bodu, o predstavuje navySenie oproti
oktébru o 3,9 % (4 body). Zaroven sa hodnota indexu medziro¢ne zvysila o 6,5 % (6,4 bodu).
Novembrovy posun je najvyssim medzimesa¢nym narastom od jula 2012. Zaroven je aktualne
hodnota indexu na najvyssej urovni od decembra 2014. Rastli vSetky ceny sledovanych komodit.
Najviac stupli ceny rastlinnych olejov, nasleduje cukor, obilniny a mlie¢ne vyrobky.

FAD Faod Price Index in nominal and real tarms
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Index cien obilnin FAO zaznamenal v novembri v priemere 114,4 bodu, ¢o je 0 2,5 % nad uroviiou
z oktdbra. Medzirocne sa index zdvihol az o takmer 20 %. Aktualny novembrovy ndrast je zaroven
piaty po sebe iduci. Ceny rastli najma kvoli sprisneniu vyhliadok na vyvoz a nejasna predstava

o urode v Argentine. Rastli aj ceny kukurice a to z obavy o tohtoro¢nd urodu v Spojenych Statoch
americkych a na Ukrajine, hlavnych vyvozcoch kukurice na svete. Ceny ryze sa v novembri ustalili.

Index cien rastlinnych olejov FAO dosiahol v novembri priemerne 121,9 bodu a medzimesacne tak
stupol 0 14,5 %. Dosiahol tak najvyssiu troven od marca 2014. Ceny palmovych olejov stupaju uz
Siesty mesiac po sebe. Sposobil to pokles svetovych zasob a zvySujuci sa globalny dovozovy dopyt.
Pri obmedzenych dodavkach sa posilnovali aj hodnoty repkového a slnec¢nicového oleja. K posilneniu
cien rastlinnych olejov prispeli aj zvySené ceny ropy.

Index cien mlieka a mliecnych vyrobkov FAO dosiahol v novembri v priemere 105,3 bodu. Ide

o narast oproti predoslému mesiacu o 0,9 %. Index sa blizi k 18-mesa¢nému rekordnému maximu.
Posledny narast bol do velkej miery sposobeny pevnejSimi cenami masla a syrov, ¢o sposobil narast
maloobchodného predaja v Eurdpe v spojitosti s nizSou produkciou mlieka v regione. Po Siestich
mesiacoch vSak poklesli ceny suSeného odstredeného mlieka (SMP) a to v dosledku pomalsSieho
tempa nékupov v Azii a prebytkov v Indii.

V novembri stipol 0 0,9 % aj index cien masa FAO a dosiahol tak v priemerne 91,9 bodu. Ide o prvé
zvySenie hodnoty od janudra tohto roka, stale je vSak aktualna hodnota o 13,7 % nizsia ako

v rovnakom mesiaci minulého roka. Po Styroch mesiacoch poklesu stupli ceny hovadzieho masa a to
z dovodu silného dopytu z Ciny a obmedzenych dodavok z Oceénie. V Nemecku a Polsku bol zdkaz
vyvozu oSipanych na &zijsky trh v suvislosti s africkym morom oSipanych. Ceny bravCového masa sa
mierne ustalili. Ceny ovCieho mésa stupli, naopak ceny hydiny klesli.

Index cien cukru FAO zaznamenal v novembri 87,5 bodu, ¢o predstavuje narast oproti oktobru o 3,3



%. Ide o druhy po sebe idici mesiac narastu. O¢akavaji sa niz$ie irody v EU, Thajsku a Ruskej
federacii, pretoze nepriaznivé poveternostné podmienky negativne ovplyvnili vynosy. Ceny cukru
podporili aj nasledky hurikanov v Nikarague, Hondurase a Guatemale, ktoré zni¢ili Cast Grody
cukrovej trstiny.

Index cien potravin FAO (FAO Food Price Index; FAO je skratka pre Food and Agriculture
Organization, v preklade Organizacia pre vyzivu a polnohospodarstvo) je mierkou mesacénych
zmien medzindrodnych cien zékladnych potravinarskych komodit.
