Ceny psenice su najvyssSie od maja 2011

Index cien potravin FAO dosiahol v novembri 2021 v priemere 134,4 bodu, ¢o predstavuje narast o
1,6 bodu (1,2 %) v porovnani s oktobrom. Medzirocne stipla hodnota indexu o 28,8 bodu (27,3 %).
Posledné zvysSenie je Stvrté medzimesacné navysSenie v rade. Index sa tak dostal na najvyssiu Groven
od juna 2011. Navysenie méa na svedomi stipajica cena obilnin a mlieCnych vyrobkov, ale aj ceny
cukru. Mierne klesli ceny méasa a rastlinnych olejov.

FAD Food Price Index in nominal and real terms
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» Index cien obilnin FAO podrastol za mesiac o 4,3 bodu (3,1 %) a dosiahol v novembri v priemere
141,5 bodu. Medzirocne je hodnota indexu vyssia o 26,6 bodu (23,2 %). Ceny pSenice uz piaty mesiac
po sebe dviha najma silny dopyt po pSenici vyssSej kvality a cenu dohnal az na najvyssiu Groven od
méja 2011. Medzinarodné ceny jacmena nadalej rastli v désledku obmedzenych dodévok. Vyvozné
ceny kukurice v novembri rastli len mierne, pricom ich podporilo aj silné tempo predaja z Argentiny,
Brazilie a Ukrajiny. Sezonny tlak na ponuku obmedzil vyvozné ceny zo Spojenych statov americkych.
Medzinarodné ceny ryze zostali v novembri vo vSeobecnosti stabilné.

» Index cien rastlinného oleja FAO dosiahol v novembri v priemere 184,6 bodu, Co je nepatrny pokles
0 0,3 bodu (0,2 %) z rekordného maxima zaznamenaného v predchédzajicom mesiaci. Mierny pokles
odrazal o nieco nizSie hodnoty s6jového a repkového oleja, zatial ¢o ceny palmového oleja zostali
prakticky nezmenené. Ceny rastlinnych olejov ovplyvnili aj niz§ie hodnoty ropy.

» Index cien mlieka a mliecnych vyrobkov FAO mal v novembri v priemere 125,5 bodu, ¢o je 0 4,1
bodu (3,4 %) viac ako v oktdbri. MedziroCne stupla hodnota indexu o 20,2 bodu (19,1 %). V novembri
sa medzindrodné ceny masla a suSeného mlieka prudko zvysili uz treti mesiac po sebe. Bolo to
sposobené obmedzenymi globalnymi exportnymi dostupnostami a vyCerpanymi zdsobami, pretoze
dodavky v niekolkych velkych krajinach produkujicich mlieko v zapadnej Eurdpe klesli. Ceny syrov
mierne vzrastli v dosledku zvySeného dopytu a oneskoreni dodavok, ktoré brzdili predaj od svetovych
dodavatelov.

» Index cien masa FAO klesal uz stvrty mesiac po sebe a zaznamenal v novembri 109,8 bodu.
Medziroéne je vsak hodnota indexu o 16,5 bodu (17,6 %) vysSia. V novembri klesli medzinarodné
ceny brav¢ového mésa a to uZ piaty mesiac po sebe. Ceny klesali pre zniZené ndkupy Ciny a to najma
z EU. Aj ceny ovéieho méasa klesali a to pre zvy$ené exporty najmé z Australie. Medzindrodné ceny
hovadzieho masa zostali stabilné, kedZe znizené ponuky brazilskeho masa boli kompenzované
vy$Simi hodnotami australskeho vyvozu. Ceny hydinového masa boli tiez do znacnej miery stabilné,



pretoze globéalne dodavky uspokojili aj dopyt.

» Index cien cukru FAO zaznamenal v novembri v priemere 120,7 bodu, ¢o je o 1,6 bodu (1,4 %) viac
ako v oktobri. Medzirocne je hodnota indexu takmer o 40 % vysSia. Novembrové ozivenie
medzinarodnych cien cukru bolo vyvolané najma vysSimi cenami etanolu, ktoré podporili vacsie
vyuzitie cukrovej trstiny na jeho vyrobu v Brazilii, ktora je najvacsim svetovym vyvozcom cukru na
svete. Dal$iu podporu svetovym cendm cukru poskytol silnejsi globalny dopyt po dovoze, ktory bol
vyvolany niz§imi nakladmi na prepravu. Celkovo vSak tlak na rast svetovych cien cukru obmedzovali
velké dodéavky z Indie a pozitivny vyhlad pre vyvoz cukru z Thajska.

Index cien potravin FAO (FAO Food Price Index; FAO je skratka pre Food and Agriculture
Organization, v preklade Organizacia pre vyzivu a polnohospodarstvo) je mierkou mesacnych
zmien medzinarodnych cien zékladnych potravinarskych komodit.

1 Food Price Index: Consists of the average of 5 commodity group price indices mentioned above,
weighted with the average export shares of each of the groups for 2014-2016: in total 95 price quotations
considered by FAOQ commodity specialists as representing the international prices of the food
commodities are included in the overall index. Each sub-indexis a weighted average of the price relatives
of the commeodities included in the group, with the base period price consisting of the averages for the
years 2014-2016.

2 Meat Price Index: Based on 35 average export unit values/market prices of four meat types (bovine, pig,
poultry and ovne) from 10 representative markets. Within each meat type, export unit values/prices are
weighted by the trade shares of their respective markets, while the meat types are weighted by their
average global export frade shares for 2014-2016. Quotations for the two most recent months may consist
of estimates and be subject to revision.

3 Dairy Price Index: Computed using 8 price quotations of four dairy products (butter, cheese, SMP and
WMP) from two representative markets. Within each dairy product, prices are weighted by the trade shares
of their respective markets, while the dairy products are weighted by their average export shares for 2014-
2016,

4 Cereals Price Index: Compiled using the International Grains Council (IGC) wheat price index(an
average of 10 different wheat price quotations), the IGC maize price index (an average of 4 different maize
price quotations), the IGC barley price index (an average of 5 different barley price quotations), 1 sorghum
export quotation and the FAQ All Rice Price Index. The FAD All Rice Price Indexis based on 21 rice export
quotations, combined into four groups consisting of Indica, Aromatic, Japonica and Glutinous rice
varieties. Within each varietal group, a simple average of the relative prices of appropriate quotations is
calculated; then the average relative prices of each of the four rice varieties are combined by weighting
them with their (fixed) trade shares for 2014-2016. The Cereal Price Index combines the relative prices of
sorghum, the IGC wheat, maize and barley price indices (re-based to 2014-2016) and the FAD All Rice
Price Index by weighing each commodity with its average export trade share for 2014-20186.

5 Vegetable Oil Price Index: Consists of an average of 10 different oils weighted with average export trade
shares of each oil product for 2014-2016.

6 Sugar Price Index: Indexform of the International Sugar Agreement prices with 2014-2016 as base.
