Svetové ceny rastlinnych olejov na historickych maximach

Index cien potravin FAO mal v januari 2022 v priemere 135,7 bodu, ¢o je o 1,5 bodu (1,1 %) viac ako
v decembri 2021. Ozivenie indexu bolo sposobené posilnenim cien rastlinnych olejov a mlie¢nych
vyrobkov, ktoré boli ¢iastocne kompenzované poklesom cien cukru. Podindexy méasa a obilnin zostali
prevazne nezmenené.

»Index cien obilnin FAO mal v januari v priemere 140,6 bodu, ¢o je nepatrny nérast (0,1 %) v
porovnani s decembrom. Zaroven je index o 15,6 bodu (12,5 %) nad uroviiou spred roka. Svetové
ceny pSenice sa v januari znizili o 3,1 % vdaka zvySenym sezénnym dodavkam z Austrélie a
Argentiny. Naopak, vyvozné ceny kukurice boli v januéri pevnejsie. Od decembra vzrastli o 3,8 %, a
to najma kvoli obavam z pretrvavajuceho sucha na juznej pologuli. Vedlajsie ucinky z trhu s pSenicou
zvysili tlak na rast cien kukurice. Okrem inych hrubozrnnych obilnin v januari vzrastli aj
medzinarodné ceny ciroku, zatial Co ceny jaCmena boli o nieco nizsie. Dokoncenie zberu hlavnych
plodin u hlavnych dodavatelov a nakupy azijskymi nakupcami tiez zvysili medzinarodné ceny ryze a
too 3,1 %.

»Index cien rastlinnych olejov FAO zaznamenal v janudri historické maximum 185,9 bodu, Co je
medzimesacny narast o 7,4 bodu (4,2 %). Narast odrazal vyssie ceny palmového, sdjového,
repkového a slne¢nicového oleja. Po kratkodobom poklese sa medzindrodné ceny palmového oleja v
januari opat zvysili, do znacnej miery podporené obavami z mozného znizenia exportnych moznosti z
Indonézie, najvacsieho svetového exportéra palmového oleja. Zaroven malo na ceny vplyv aj utlmenie
produkcie v klucovych producentskych krajinach. Svetové ceny sdjového oleja sa tiez zotavili, a to
najma pre silné dovozy z Indie. Ceny repkového a slnecnicového oleja podporila pretrvavajica
napatost ponuky a prudky globalny dovozny dopyt. Rastice ceny ropy rovnako podporili aj
medzinarodné hodnoty rastlinnych olejov.

»Index cien mlieka a mlieCnych vyrobkov FAO mal v janudri v priemere 132,1 bodu, ¢o predstavuje
medzimesacny narast o 3,1 bodu (2,4 %). Ide zaroven aj o piaty po sebe idlci mesiac rastu.
Medzirocne je hodnota indexu vyssia o 20,8 bodu (18,7 %). V januéri rastli ceny mliecnych vyrobkov,
pricom najprudsie sa zvysili ceny suseného odstredeného mlieka a masla. Januarovy néarast podporilo
sprisnenie na svetovych trhoch, ¢o odrazalo znizenie exportnych moznosti, najma zo zapadne;j
Eurdpy. Ocakavania, ze produkcia mlieka v Oceanii zostane v nasledujicich mesiacoch pod
priemernou uroviou prispeli k sprisneniu globélnych trhov s mliekom a mlie¢nymi vyrobkami.
Okrem toho k vySsim cendm mlieka a mlie¢nych vyrobkov prispeli aj oneskorenia pri spracovani a



preprave mlieka v dosledku nedostatku pracovne;j sily v suvislosti s pretrvavajiucou pandémiou.

»Index cien masa FAO dosiahol v priemere 112,6 bodu, ¢o je mierny narast v porovnani s
decembrom 2021. MedzirocCne sa zvysila hodnota indexu o 16,6 bodu (17,3 %). V januari dosiahli
ceny hovadzieho méasa novy vrchol, podporeny silnym globalnym dovoznym dopytom prevysujicim
vyvozné dodavky najma z Brazilie a Ocednie. Ceny bravCového masa medzitym mierne podrastli.
Naopak, ceny ovéieho a hydinového masa sa dalej zmiernovali. Globalne exportovatelné dodavky
prevysili dopyt po dovoze, a to aj napriek obmedzenym doddvkam pre Siriacu sa pandémiu COVID-
19, ale aj vtaciu chripku, ktora pretrvava v niektorych velkych krajindch produkujticich hydinové
maso.

»Index cien cukru FAO sa medzimesacne znizil o 3,7 bodu (3,1 %) a dosiahol v januéri v priemere
cukru suvisel najma s priaznivymi vyrobnymi vyhliadkami, pozitivnymi spravami o irode u hlavnych
vyvozcov - Indii a Thajsku, ale aj vdaka zlepsujucej sa situdcii s dazdami v kluCovych pestovatelskych
oblastiach Brazilie. Okrem toho nizsSie ceny etanolu v Brazilii vyvolali v januari dalsi tlak na
znizovanie svetovych cien cukru. Vyraznejsiemu poklesu cien cukru vSak zabranilo posilnenie
brazilskeho realu vo¢i americkému dolaru, ktory ma tendenciu obmedzovat dodavky z Brazilie,
najvacsieho svetového exportéra cukru.

1 Food Price Index: Consists of the average of 5 commodity group price indices mentioned above,
weighted with the average export shares of each of the groups for 2014-2016: in total 95 price quotations
considered by FAQ commodity specialists as representing the international prices ofthe food
commodities are included in the overall index. Each sub-index is a weighted average of the price relatives
of the commodities included in the group, with the base period price consisting of the averages for the
years 2014-2016.

2 Meat Price Index: Based on 35 average export unitvalues/market prices of four meat types (bovine, pig,
poultry and ovine) from 10 representative markets. Within each meat type, export unit values/prices are
weighted by the trade shares of their respective markets, while the meat types are weighted by their
average global export trade shares for 2014-2016. Quotations for the two most recent months may consist
of estimates and be subject to revision.

3 Dairy Price Index: Computed using & price quotations of four dairy products (butter, cheese, SMP and
WHMP) from two representative markets. Within each dairy product, prices are weighted by the trade shares
of their respective markets, while the dairy products are weighted by their average export shares for 2014-
2016,

4 Cereals Price Index: Compiled using the International Grains Council (1GC) wheat price index (an
average of 10 different wheat price quotations), the |IGC maize price index (an average of 4 different maize
price quotations), the 1GC barley price index (an average of & different barley price quotations), 1 sorghum
export quotation and the FAQ All Rice Price Index. The FAQ All Rice Price Index is based on 21 rice export
quotations, combined into four groups consisting of Indica, Aromatic, Japonica and Glutinous rice
varieties. Within each varietal group, a simple average of the relative prices of appropriate quotations is
calculated; then the average relative prices of each of the four rice varieties are combined by weighting
them with their (fixed) trade shares for 2014-2016. The Cereal Price Index combines the relative prices of
sorghum, the 1GC wheat, maize and barley price indices (re-based to 2014-2016) and the FAD All Rice
Price Index by weighing each commodity with its average export trade share for 2014-2016.

5 Vegetable Oil Price Index: Consists of an average of 10 different oils weighted with average export trade
shares of each oil product for 2014-2016.

6 Sugar Price Index: Index form ofthe International Sugar Agreement prices with 2014-2016 as base.
