Svetové ceny masa zaznamenali dalSie historické maximum

Index cien potravin FAO zaznamenal v maji v priemere 157,4 bodu, ¢o je 0 0,9 bodu (0,6 %) menej
ako v aprili. Ide o druhy mesiac poklesu za sebou. Hodnota indexu je vSak medziro¢ne o 29,2 bodu
(22,8 %) vyssia. Majovy pokles bol sposobeny poklesom cien rastlinnych olejov a mlie¢nych
vyrobkov. V mensej miere klesli aj ceny cukru. Ceny obilnin a méasa sa mierne zvysili.

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Index cien obilnin FAO dosiahol v maji v priemere 173,4 bodu, ¢o je o 3,7 bodu (2,2 %) viac ako

v aprili. Medzirocne stupli svetové ceny az o 39,7 bodu (29,7 %). Medzindrodné ceny pSenice rastli
Stvrty mesiac po sebe. Oproti aprilu zréstla cena o 5,6 % a medziro¢ne az o 56,2 %. Aktualna
hodnota je len 11 % pod rekordnym maximom dosiahnutym v marci 2008. Prudky narast cien
pSenice bol reakciou na zdkaz exportu ohlaseny Indiou, ale aj na znizené vyhliadky na produkciu na
Ukrajine.

Medzinarodné ceny hrubého zrna v maji klesli o 2,1 %, no aj tak zostali o0 18,1 % nad svojou
hodnotou spred roka. Ceny kukurice klesli o 3 %, ale zostali 0 12,9 % nad Groviou z maja 2021. V
maji klesli aj medzinarodné ceny ciroku o 3,1 %.



Index cien rastlinnych olejov FAO medzimesacne poklesol o 8,3 bodu (3,5 %) a zaznamenal v
priemere 229,3 bodu. Aktudlna hodnota je vyrazne nad urovnou z predchadzajuceho roka. Mesacny
pokles odrazaju najma nizSie ceny palmového, slne¢nicového, sdjového a repkového oleja.

Svetové ceny slnecnicového oleja klesli z nedavnych rekordov. Zasoby sa na Ukrajine nadalej
hromadili v doésledku logistickych prekdzok. Medzinarodné ceny sdje a repkového oleja v maji tiez
mierne klesli, najma vplyvom pomalého dopytu po dovoze vzhladom na zvySené naklady v poslednych
mesiacoch.

Index cien mlie¢nych vyrobkov FAO mal v mdji v priemere 141,6 bodu, ¢o je 0 5,1 bodu (3,5 %)
menej ako v aprili. Ide o prvy pokles po 6smich po sebe idicich mesa¢nych narastoch. Hodnota
indexu je vSak stale o 20,5 bodu (16,9 %) vyssSia ako v rovhakom obdobi minulého roka.

Svetové ceny vsetkych mliecnych vyrobkov klesli. Najviac sa znizila cena susené mlieka, podporena
nizsimi ndkupnymi zdujmami v suvislosti s neistotou na trhu vyplyvajicou z pokracujiceho
blokovania v Cine, a to aj napriek pretrvavajicej globalnej napatosti ponuky. Ceny masla tieZ
vyrazne klesli v dosledku slabsieho dopytu po dovoze spolu s urcitymi zlepSeniami dodavok z
Oceénie a obmedzenym vnutornym predajom v Eurépe. Silné maloobchodné trzby a vysoky dopyt zo
strany reStauracii pred letnymi prazdninami na severnej pologuli zabranili vyraznému poklesu cien
syrov, a to aj napriek oslabenému globalnemu dovoznému dopytu.



Index cien masa FAO mal v mdji v priemere 122,0 bodov, ¢o je o 0,6 bodu (0,5 %) viac ako v aprili.
Tym sa stanovilo nové historické maximum sposobené prudkym narastom svetovych cien hydinového
masa. V maji rastli ceny hydinového masa v désledku pokracujuceho prerusenia dodavatelského
retazca na Ukrajine a nedavnych pripadov vtacej chripky v dosledku prudkého narastu dopytu v
Eurdpe a na Strednom vychode. Ceny hovadzieho méasa ostali stabilné, kedze zvySené dodavky z
Brazilie a Ocednie postacovali na uspokojenie trvalo vysokého globalneho dopytu. Svetové ceny
bravéového mésa a ovCieho masa mierne klesli.

Index cien cukru FAO dosiahol v maji v priemere 120,3 bodu, ¢o je 0 1,3 bodu (1,1 %) menej ako

v aprili. Ide o prvy pokles po prudkom naraste zaznamenanom v predchadzajticich dvoch mesiacoch.
Mierny pokles bol vyvolany obmedzenym celosvetovym dopytom po dovoze a dobrymi vyhliadkami
globalnej dostupnosti pre vynikajicu urodu v Indii. Oslabenie brazilskeho realu voci americkému
dolaru a nizSie ceny etanolu mali za nasledok dalsi tlak na znizovanie svetovych cien cukru. Neistoty
tykajuce sa vysledkov aktualnej sezény v Brazilii, ktora je najvacsim svetovym vyvozcom cukru, vSak
zabranili vyraznejSiemu poklesu cien.

Index cien potravin FAO (FAO Food Price Index; FAO je skratka pre Food and Agriculture
Organization, v preklade Organizacia pre vyzivu a polnohospodarstvo) je mierkou mesac¢nych
zmien medzinarodnych cien zékladnych potravinarskych komodit.

1 Food Price Index: Consists of the average of 5 commodity group price indices mentioned above,
weighted with the average export shares of each of the groups for 2014-2016: in total 95 price quotations
considered by FAQ commodity specialists as representing the international prices ofthe food
commodities are included in the overall index. Each sub-index is a weighted average of the price relatives
of the commodities included in the group, with the base period price consisting of the averages for the
years 2014-2016.

2 Meat Price Index: Based on 35 average export unitvalues/market prices of four meat types (bovine, pig,
poultry and ovine) from 10 representative markets. Within each meat type, export unit values/prices are
weighted by the trade shares of their respective markets, while the meat types are weighted by their
average global export trade shares for 2014-2016. Quotations for the two most recent months may consist
of estimates and be subject to revision.

3 Dairy Price Index: Computed using & price quotations of four dairy products (butter, cheese, SMP and
WHMP) from two representative markets. Within each dairy product, prices are weighted by the trade shares
of their respective markets, while the dairy products are weighted by their average export shares for 2014-
2016,

4 Cereals Price Index: Compiled using the International Grains Council (1GC) wheat price index (an
average of 10 different wheat price quotations), the |IGC maize price index (an average of 4 different maize
price quotations), the 1GC barley price index (an average of & different barley price quotations), 1 sorghum
export quotation and the FAQ All Rice Price Index. The FAQ All Rice Price Index is based on 21 rice export
quotations, combined into four groups consisting of Indica, Aromatic, Japonica and Glutinous rice
varieties. Within each varietal group, a simple average of the relative prices of appropriate quotations is
calculated; then the average relative prices of each of the four rice varieties are combined by weighting
them with their (fixed) trade shares for 2014-2016. The Cereal Price Index combines the relative prices of
sorghum, the 1GC wheat, maize and barley price indices (re-based to 2014-2016) and the FAD All Rice
Price Index by weighing each commodity with its average export trade share for 2014-2016.

5 Vegetable Oil Price Index: Consists of an average of 10 different oils weighted with average export trade
shares of each oil product for 2014-2016.

6 Sugar Price Index: Index form ofthe International Sugar Agreement prices with 2014-2016 as base.
